The principal aim of this study is to explore the meaning of patient centred

care (PCC) within diagnostic radiography from the perspective of service users,
radiography managers, clinical radiographers, radiography educators and pre-
registration student radiographers in order to develop observable and meaningful
measures of PCC that might be applied in clinical practice. This study builds on the
values and behaviours identified in the Health Education England, Skills for Health &

Skill for Care Person-Centred Approaches framework (2017).

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e Does the term patient centred care mean the same thing to service users,
radiography managers, clinical radiographers, radiography educators and pre-
registration students?

e How do these groups believe PCC is demonstrated in diagnostic radiography
practice?

e What observable activities do these groups believe demonstrates PCC in
radiography?

e Does PCC have the same meaning across different radiography provider
settings (e.g. acute settings; independent sector).

e Do participant responses reflect key policy documents on PCC?

e From responses, can we develop a set of meaningful, observable measures

of PCC that can be applied to diagnostic radiography practice?
